Later Dad would come home with a loving story for mom about how he thought of her today,

when he saw a beautiful sunrise. She would paint that sunrise just as beautifully as he saw it. I

learned that sometimes life takes unexpected turns and you go on and try to stay close to God every

day. It is hard to type all this on my phone, but I am proud of my father and his contributions to our

country, to our community as a volunteer Firefighter, Chief and Commissioner, Little League Umpire,

and to our family, teaching us bowling and baseball, among so many more important things.Please

hug each other and love and forgive.
