Also included in his
many ventures, he was a Purchasing Manager and Assembler/Installer for custom built PCs.

Most people will recognize Stan for his musical careers and endeavors. At CPCC, he was a guitar
instructor for 10 years, but also taught privately for over 50 years. This included several music
studios/stores in the Charlotte area and The Jacques Studio. Stan played guitar with several
Pop/Rock band and was a vocalist as well.

He had 48 years experience as solo Guitar/Vocalist. It has been said by many of his students that
not only were music lessons taught, but life lessons were imparted to them. "Carolina
Entertainment" on TV21Acess was hosted and produced by Stan for over 30 years as a way of
introducing many local and national artists to this area.

His
camera and photography skills were superb and some of the candid shots at events were
astounding.
