When her mother died, Mary Lee took her inheritance and built a
business called Mary Lee’s Meals, a catering/ cooking class/ prepared meals business in the North
Hills of Pittsburgh.

She was never happier than when she was engaging with customers, planning parties, and
becoming The Fairy Godchef of Mary Lee’s Meals. Her customers still consider her a friend and

many continued to keep in touch.
When she and her husband retired, they moved to North Carolina, to live near their youngest

child and his family. She and Bob embraced their new lives in the south, and comfortably stepped
into being members of the quaint community that is Davidson.
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Mary Lee always looked on the bright side of life. She did the best she knew how to do to be a
good mother, wife, daughter, aunt and friend. She will be sorely missed by her family and friends
and the impact she made on her family will be felt for generations to come.

Survivors include her husband Robert Bruce Linsenmayer; sons, Raymond Linsenmayer (wife
Deborah Eisenberg) of Arlington, VA and James Linsenmayer (wife Jennifer) of Davidson, NC;
